Chapter 1

It was a dark and stormy night…Notice how the first paragraph is not indented. This is a general convention and not necessarily required. I like the look, so I always do it this way. It is your choice. Likewise, you can make the first letter of the first word a larger, bold font to differentiate it from the rest of the text. Some might do this with the whole first word, but I prefer the first letter method best.
No, really, it was a dark and stormy night! Okay, every paragraph from here to the end of the chapter must be indented. I like 0.2” indent, but you can go larger if you want. Please make sure there is no space between the paragraphs and use single line spacing within the paragraph. 

The first page of the actual text must always start with page number one. Exceptions are when you have a foreword or prologue section. In those cases, I recommend using lowercase roman numerals for the page numbers and start your first chapter with page 1.
Okay, I inserted a hard break, not a Next Page, so that I can demonstrate the headers for each page. Notice we place the title of the book in the even page headers. The good news is you won’t have to change this in any of the subsequent chapters.
Okay, I inserted a hard break, not a Next Page, so that I can demonstrate the headers for each page. Note the odd page headers will either be your Chapter Title, assuming you title them; otherwise, place your Authorname in this header.
If you use the Chapter Title, then each chapter section will need this header modified. If you go with your Authorname, then you will not need to modify the subsequent headers for the even pages.

Copy these three pages to start each new chapter. However, use a Next Page insert to ensure different sections for each chapter. Consistency is an important thing.
